Step 1:  We admitted we were powerless over alcoholðthat our lives 

had become unmanageable. 

God, what a day. After dealing with the five agencies that I do marketing for nu-

merous companies, and the people that work for me, I am ready for that drink. I 

hope that my husband has the scotch ready when I walk in the door. 

So it begins, this daily routine, my stomach starts churning about 5:00 PM, waiting 

for that first drink. As time goes by, one or two drinks at dinner turns into more 

drinks and no dinner. Weekends were great. Bloody Maryôs or Mimosaôs mid 

morning while we discussed our plans for the day. This routine goes on for some 

time, after all we were social drinkers with good jobs and a nice home. Pretty 

soon, however, there was no dinner and no plans for the weekend. 

I realized that I had to cut back on my drinking. I decided to stop drinking during 

the week, or just have one or two. The funny thing was it isnôt that easy. I must be 

more like my father than I thought.  

The answer was counseling ð one of the local hospitals that offered group alco-

hol counseling. 

I was able to stay sober for quite a while. In the meantime, my marriage ended 

and I began travelling for work. 

Who would know if I had a drink alone in a motel room? Things of course soon 

escalated, I was back to my old ways. Finally, after a serious injury and illness ñI 

tripped over the dogò; I knew that I could not stop on my own. 

I finally came to the realization that I was powerless over alcohol and my life had 

become unmanageable. Obviously my way didnôt work.  

I got down on my knees and I begged for help. I went to an A.A. meeting and total-

ly humbled myself. I admitted to everything and knew that I was no longer in con-

trol.  

It hasnôt always been easy. I chose to drink one weekend which only served to 

prove that I am powerless and cannot take that first drink. The admission of pow-

erlessness is actually very freeing. I am no longer in charge of whether people like 

me, or if the sun shines and the moon rises.
