THE BETTER I FEEL

In recent months, the depth of
my alcoholism has become in-
creasingly vivid to me, though I
have not had a drink for almost
two years. Curiously, the longer
I am sober, the more intense the
memories of remorse, pain, fear,
hate, and suicidal thoughts be-
come.

It occurred to me that very few
alcoholics just entering AA actu-
ally accept the fact of their alco-
holism, though many readily ad-
mit to it. Only as the sober days
and weeks accumulate do most
of us finally begin to accept our
alcoholism. As my head cleared,
I could see how sick I was and
how near death I had gone be-
fore finally seeking help. In ret-
rospect, I could see and remem-
ber all the pain and know how
hopeless a case I had almost be-
come. I was never aware of the
hate I had inside me until I
started to love. Not until I

can see my illness and see the
end nearing while I continued on
my drunken path, only because I
am now becoming well and this
beginning is now more real to me
than that end.

I am beginning to understand
why we in AA are such miracles.
We have very little to go on upon
entering except blind faith- faith
that what the more experienced
members say is true and that if
we stay sober, we may be able to
obtain a little bit of the serenity
they seem to have some of the
shine we see in their eyes, and
the love which they give so

without alcohol has left me,
and so has my constant de-
sire to drink. Now that I
can visualize my past
drinking, the acceptance of
my disease has come. The
more I remember, the bet-
ter I feel, actually—-
because, by the graces of
God and through the help
AA, my drinking experi-
ences can be seen only in
retrospect.
